Electronic versions are available upon request 
to the Scholarship Chairperson. 

 

• All applications and statements must be typed.  Materials submitted as part of the application may 
not exceed five pages and will not be returned. 

 

• Applicant must be a member in good standing one year prior to the application deadline 
 

• To verify membership, the completed application must be signed and dated by the applicant and a 
local NETWORK Official. 

 

• Two Letters of Recommendation* are required 
• One letter must be from a NETWORK member 
• One letter must be from a Postal supervisor or manager. 

 
*Applicants are required to submit two Letters of Recommendation from individuals who are familiar with 
their career goals (leadership potential, work habits, personality, and integrity). 
 
All applications must be postmarked by October 16, 2010 and received by October 26, 
2010 to be considered for the current academic year.  Failure to follow instructions will 
result in the applicant’s disqualification. 
Award recipients are announced at the Annual NETWORK National Conference in November. Winners 
must re-apply each year to renew their scholarships. The number of recipients and availability of 
scholarship funds will determine the number and value of the awards.
